February 4: If your work is NOT selected for exhibition, you will be
notified by phone or email. Declined work must be picked up at Henry
Ford Centennial Library on Feb. 4 between 2 and 4 p.m.

February 6: 2-4 p.m. Exhibition opens in the Henry Ford Centennial
Library, Rotunda Gallery. Awards presented.

February 25: 8:30 p.m. Exhibition closes.

February 26: 2-4 p.m. Work must be reclaimed from Henry Ford
Centennial Library. (See conditions below.)

ENTRY AND PRESENTATION REQUIREMENTS

Entry form must be completed. Affix “Artwork” description card A and/
or B to art. Accepted 2-D entries must notUexceed 28” x 36” and must
be matted, framed under Plexiglas (acrylic), and ready for hanging.
Hanging wire must be used. No sawtooth hangers. Glass will not be
accepted. 3-D vertical art must be no larger than 8”W x 16”D x 24”H. 3
-D horizontal art must be no larger than 30”W x 10”D x 12”H.
